® Following on from the Jeff Koons’
record-breaking Shine show (it was seen
by over 170,000 visitors), Palazzo Strozzi
in Florence now presents a major
exhibition on the revolution brought about
by NFTs: the non fungible tokens that
are redefining the whole idea of the
uniqueness and value of virtual works

of art. Let’s Get Digitall, which runs until

31 July, features a series of installations
and multimedia ideas - created by such
artists as Daniel Arsham, Anyma, Beeple
and Krista Kim - that express the innovative
capacity of Crypto Art. Starting with Refik
Anadol’s multisensorial work specially
made for central courtyard and continuing
with Arcadia by Andrés Reisinger, in which
poetry, sound and image come together
in a meditative experience, “these works
demonstrate that the art of the future will
use digital means as its preferred material
for creative expression,” says curator
Serena Tabacchi, director of the MoCDA
Museum of Contemporary Digital Art.
